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Proceedings of the Eighth Parent Executive Committee Meeting of AOE and AEA, 
TNPWD held on 01.11.2018 in Association Office at Chepauk at  Chennai-5. 
 Er.P.Krishnamoorthy President, AOE presided over the meeting and conducted 
the proceedings. The President, AOE welcomed the gathering and requested the General 
Secretary, AOE, Er.K.Anbu to brief the matter proposed for discussion. 

 Er.K.Anbu, General Secretary, AOE elaborated in detail, the activities of our 
Association on the following subjects. 

1) VII  Pay Commission – course of action to be taken. 

2) G.O.328 quashed in High Court without fixing time frame for fresh solution 
on pay for Engineers. Government filed an appeal to get stay. But, the Court 
directed to issue notice to the service associations. Prior to the Government 
appeal, we filed a writ petition to get direction or interim relief for fixing the 
time frame. Further course of action to be discussed. 

3) Promotion & Court Cases in respect of 2007 batch Assistant Engineers. 

4) Promotion Panels and Postings 

5) Recruitment of Assistant Engineers through TNPSC 

6) Construction of Poriyaalar Ramalingam Illam, Chennai & funds 
requirements 

7) Presenting annual reports of AOE & AEA and accounts of Association AOE & 
AEA , Legal, PRI & ENGIBEF. 

8) Any other Subjects raised by the members 

1. Pay issues related to 7th Pay Commission: 
Er.K.Anbu, General Secretary, AOE briefed that the G.O.328 / Finance 

Department / dt.31.10.2017 on fixing the pay to our AEs, AEEs & EEs working in our 
departments, has been quashed on 04.06.2018 by the Hon’ble High Court without fixing 
the time frame on pay of Engineers. He has stated that we have filed a writ petition to get 
direction for fixing the time frame, as the Government is not fixing the pay as per the 
direction of the Hon’ble High Court and trying to drag-on the situation. In the meanwhile, 
the Government has filed a writ appeal to get stay for the above Judgment quashing G.O. 
328. But, the Hon’ble High Court has directed to issue notice to the service associations. 
We have filed the counter affidavit for the above appeal. He has concluded that the case 
would be listed in due course and our Advocate would argue with favourable points for 
getting the appropriate pay in 7th pay commission as we are getting 6th pay based on the 
One man commission. Also, it is suggested that our lawyer shall have to be consulted, 
whether to combine the Hon’ble High Court Bench Order with the pay case in Hon’ble 
Supreme Court. 

8TH PEC MEETING MINUTES 
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2. 2007 AEs promotion & their cases pending in court. 
The status of various cases (against G.O.(Ms.)No:155/PWD(B2)/Dt:13.08.2015, 

G.O.(Ms.)No:1/PWD/Dt:02.01.1990, Appointments of Technical Assistants to AEs, etc.)  
has been explained by the General Secretary / AEA, Er.M.Dhanasekaran. It is concluded 
that the written arguments have been submitted before the Hon’ble High Court and the 
judgment is awaited. Meanwhile, the proposal for getting approval for estimate of 
vacancies of AEE panel for about 360Nos. is under process. 
3. Promotion panel of Superintending Engineers: 
 The 36 Nos. out of 53 Nos. of Executive Engineers who are in the Superintending 
Engineers promotion panel have got promoted and posted as Superintending Engineers 
as per the available vacancies. The Hon’ble Chief Minister had considered our appeal and 
issued the promotion and postings before the retirement of Er.M.Mohammed Salim Babu 
on 31.10.2018. We are very much glad to thank Our Hon’ble Chief Minister for 
considering our request, by considering the services and contributions of the Engineers 
to the Department for more than 30 years. The remaining 17Nos. of Executive Engineers 
who are in the Superintending Engineers promotion panel would duly be promoted as 
and when the vacancies arise. 
4. Annual Reports of General Secretary, AOE & AEA: 

The annual report have been presented in the PEC meeting by the General 
Secretary, AOE and General Secretary, AEA for approval. 
5. Presentation of Accounts 2017 – 2018: 
 The Accounts of Association, Legal Fund, AEA accounts, PRI accounts and 
ENGIBEF accounts have also been presented for approval. 
6. Renovation/reconstruction of PRI at Chennai: 

The General Secretary of AOE Er.K.Anbu, had pointed out that the 
renovation/reconstruction of PRI at Chennai would be initiated after getting the 
suggestions from all the branches which is being awaited.

Kumaramangalam villages in Cuddalore and Nagapattinum Districts would be 
constructed at an estimated cost of Rs.400.00 Crore. 
 2. Based on the above announcement, in the Government order first read 
above, sanction was accorded for a sum of Rs.24.00 lakh towards conducting 
surveying and levelling operations including sub soil investigation for the work of 
construction of a Barrage across the Kollidam River at a mileage 74/3 near 
Adhanur and Kumaramangalam villages in Cuddalore and Nagapattinam 
Districts. The Chief Engineer, Plan Formulation, Water Resources Department 
was requested to send the original estimate for the main work after deducting the 
amount of Rs.24.00 lakh for the surveying and levelling operations etc., 
 The surveying and levelling operation were undertaken with necessary sub 
soil exploration and the designs for the various components of the scheme were 
evolved. 
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 3. Further, in the Government Order 2nd read above, administrative 
approval was accorded for the work of construction of a Barrage across the 
Kollidam River at RD 74/3 with Head Sluices at the downstream of the Lower 
Anicut near Adhanur and Kumaramangalam villages in Cuddalore and 
Nagapattinam Districts at an estimated cost of Rs.400 crore. Administrative 
sanction was also accorded therein for Rs.31.3457 crore initially towards land 
acquisition charges for the above scheme, along with an instruction to the 
Engineer-in-Chief, Water Resources Department to send necessary proposal for 
the construction works of the above scheme so as to obtain loan from NABARD 
under RIDF assistance, after completion of the land acquisition works. 
 4. The Engineer-in-Chief, Water Resources Department, Chennai in the 
letter 4th read above has stated as follows:- 

i. The Chief Engineer, Chennai Region, Chennai has stated that the District

iii. The Chief Engineer, Chennai Region also assured that the Land 
Acquisition process would be completed before the commencement of 
work. 
5. The Engineer-in-Chief, Water Resources Department, has therefore 

requested to obtain loan from NABARD under RIDF assistance for the project for 
an amount of Rs.368.6543 crore, which excludes the cost of land acquisition. 

6. The Chief Engineer, Water Resources Department, Plan Formulation in 
the letter 5th read above, has sent a revised Detailed Project Report for an 
estimated cost of Rs.428 crore as per the Schedule of Rates 2018-2019 and he 
has requested to accord administrative sanction for the civil works alone, 
excluding land acquisition, for an amount of Rs.396.4143 crore. He has further 
stated that the land acquisition process, which is under progress, is expected to 
be completed in 6 months and the land acquisition process would not affect the 
construction works. 

7. The Government after careful examination, accord sanction for the work 
of “Construction of a Barrage with Head Sluices across the River Coleroon at RD 
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74/3 mile in Adhanur and Kumaramangalam villages in Cuddalore and 
Nagapattinam Districts” at an estimated cost of Rs.396.4143 crore (Rupees Three 
hundred and ninety six crore, forty one lakh and forty three thousand only) 
under the State Funds.

ORDER: 
In the G.O. first read above, orders were issued for the change of control of 

the Designs Circle, from the Design Research and Construction Support Wing to 
the Plan Formulation Wing of Water Resources Department, due to 
administrative reasons. 

2. In the letter third read above, the Engineer-in-Chief, Water Resources 
Department and Chief Engineer (General), Public Works Department, Chennai 
has sent a proposal for change of control of Designs Circle from Plan Formulation 
Wing to the Design Research and Construction Support Wing of Water Resources 
Department for the following reasons:- 

(i) The Designs Circle, Water Resources Department was originally formed 
under the control of Minor Irrigation and Design Research and Construction 
Support Wing. 

(ii) The Designs Circle under Plan Formulation Wing and the Institute for 
Hydraulics & Hydrology, Poondi under Design Research and Construction 
Support Wing are interconnected in finalizing the design of irrigation structures 
by validation of design parameters by conducting physical model studies on the 
energy dissipation arrangements for the Irrigation Structures designed by the 
Designs Circle on spillways, surplus arrangements, etc. 

(iii) In addition to the four Circles (i.e) Plan Formulation Circles, Trichy and 
Salem, Designs Circle, Chennai and Environmental Cell Circle, Trichy, the newly 
formed Special Project Circle, Avinashi, assigned with two major works namely 
Athikadavu-Avinashi scheme and Construction of Adhanur- Komaramangalam 
barrage across Kollidam river vide the G.O second read above is also attached to 
the Chief Engineer, Plan Formulation, Water Resources Department. Hence the 
work load of Plan Formulation Wing has increased.

 3. The Engineer-in-Chief, Water Resources Department and Chief 
Engineer (General), Public Works Department has further stated that no 
additional expenditure is involved to the Government, due to the changes 
proposed.

Mechanics and Research Division, Chennai from the Plan Formulation Wing to 
the Design Research and Construction Support Wing of Water Resources 
Department.

Annexure to this order, subject to the condition that additional posts should not 
be sought for by citing increase in workload.

 In the Government Order cited, orders have been issued for creating “TAMIL 
NADU WATER RESOURCES CONSERVATION AND RIVERS RESTORATION 
CORPORATION” on the lines of Tamil Nadu Road Development Company. The aims of 
the Corporation specified at para 2 of the Government Order consists mostly of the 
activities engaged by the Water Resources Department of Public Works Department 
whereas the activities of Tamil Nadu Road Development Company mainly consists of 
Road Infrastructure activities under Public – Private Partnerships frame work without 
conflicting the main activities of the State Highways Department. Apart from this, the 
proposed Corporation to be headed by an IAS Officer in the rank of Principal Secretary to 
Government is in no way identical to the Tamil Nadu Road Development Company which 
is cited as prelude and basis for establishing the new Corporation. Some of the main 
differences are explained below. 

i. Tamil Nadu Road Development Company is a Company with TIDCO and 
TIDEL Park holding its equity shares in the ratio of 50:50 and therefore the 
Government of Tamil Nadu does not have any direct control over the affairs of 
company whereas the proposed Corporation is placed directly under the 
administrative control of Public Works Department. 

ii. The Tamil Nadu Road Development Company does not in any way directly or 
indirectly receives funding from the Government and all its expenses are met 
with from toll collected from the road users and fees received for consultancy 
services. No such revenue sources are identified for the proposed Corporation 
even though the State Government stands guarantee to all the borrowings to 
meet out its expenses. 

iii. The office structures of Tamil Nadu Road Development Company consists of a 
few professionals of retired engineers and the administrative staff recruited on 
contract basis. But, there is no indication in the Government Order about the

the aims and objectives listed therein for the new corporation. 

iv. The activities of the Tamil Nadu Road Development Company is exclusively 
confined to the formulation and execution of a particular road project work 
entrusted to it and there are several other Agencies and contractors doing 
other road project works of the Highways Department. But the proposed 
Corporation cannot deal with the irrigation activities like Road works of 
Highways Department as the Water Management cannot be tackled isolatedly 
without taking into account of the entire water course system which requires 
exhaustive domain knowledge on the existing system under River Basins 
which is the basic concept of Water Resources Department. 

v. The Tamil Nadu Road Development Company at times finds difficulty in 
meeting out its administrative expenses due to decline in revenue receipt for 
want of sufficient works which led to termination of its employees at one 
stage. In the absence of clarity on the staff strength and stable revenue 
resources for the proposed Corporation, similar unpleasant situation could 
arise leading to pruning of the staff strength or closure of the Corporation as it 
happened to Tamil Nadu Public Works Engineering Corporation Limited 
formed by combining the activities of Public Work Shop and Stores and 
Machinery Circle which did not last long. Due to mounting loss, the 
Corporation had to be wound up by restoring all its activities to the Work 
Shop and Machinery Circles. 

vi. Similar bitter experiences were met by the Government in respect of Tamil 
Nadu Tube Well Corporation and Tamil Nadu State Construction Corporation 
which could not survive due to heavy loss for want of assured income. These 
bitter experiences should be a pointer to the Government before taking any 
final decision to form a Corporation in Public Works Department. 

vii. In the neighboring State of Karnataka, there is one Irrigation Company known 
as “Karnataka Neeravari Nigam Limited” whose activities are confined to 
planning, design and monitoring the progress of work. The company is headed 
by the Chief Minister of the State. But, the proposed Corporation is to involve 
in the construction activities also besides taking over the entire activities of 
Water Resources Department. 

2. Some of the aims listed in the Government Order are not relevant to the Irrigation 
activities of Public Works Department as explained below:- 

i. The item 11 relates to sewage outfall reduction into water bodies etc which 
is one of the nodal activities of the Chennai Rivers Restoration Trust. 
Besides, there are other activities of its line departments consisting of 
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Greater Chennai Corporation, Rural Development & Panchayat Raj 
Department, Municipal Administration, CMWSS Board, Tamil Nadu Slum 
Clearance Board etc. including Public Work Department. These activities if 
attached to the proposed Corporation along with the CRRT, may result in 
unnecessary interference into the affairs of the other Department / 
Corporations as some of those activities are beyond the scope of Water 
Resources Management. 

ii. One of the aims at Sl.No.13 relates to Renewable Energy generation in Water 
Bodies. This activity is exclusively earmarked for Energy Department and 
TANGEDCO. It is not known how this activity could be brought under Water 
Resources  Management and executed without hindering the main activities 
of maintenance of water bodies. 

iii. The last item relates to Engineering Service reforms which is governed by 
the Departmental rules and regulations relating to Engineering Service 
manual which is beyond the scope of the Corporation. 

iv. Most of the aims listed therein, are the activities of Water Resources 
Department under Public Works Department. The Department had been 
engaged in construction of major irrigation structures in the state such as 
Dams, Barrages, Anaicuts, Check Dams, Channels, Canals etc. with built in 
water regulators which are still in operation. These structures were built 
after detailed studies taking into account of the Geographical terrain, 
natural course of water flow, its altitude etc. The structures were designed 
to withstand pressure under full reservoir level taking into account of the 
maximum and minimum rain fall particulars and the effect of flow of water 
on discharge from the Reservoir at different levels. Hence, any additions and 
alterations in the system upto tail end, has to be planned taking into 
account of all the above factors right from the topmost structure across a 
particular river to the tail end. This domain knowledge on water regulation, 
its consequences are peculiar to Water Resources Department and none 
other than those involved in these activities could handle any issues arising 
in the Irrigation System. Therefore, these activities cannot be taken over by 
the Corporation as in the case of road works etc.  

3. The domain knowledge gained by the senior engineers such as Chief 
Engineers, Superintending Engineers etc. have to be passed on to the lower level 
engineers who are not sufficiently exposed to such irrigation activities. In the past, 
periodical technical meetings were arranged by the respective Chief Engieers to 
update the domain knowledge by sharing their experiences which enabled the 
Departmental engineers to meet any challenges in the event of heavy rain causing 
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flash floods etc. When Public Works Department functioned as one Department, the 
choice of employing a right person for a right job was made possible based on the 
individuals experience and aptitude for a particular job. After the bifurcation of the 
Department this choice became very limited and the request of particular Chief 
Engineer could not be accommodated due to various reasons. 

4. In the past, the Department was well supported by the mechanical 
engineers who had gained expertise in the mechanical aspect of the Dam shutters by 
designing, manufacturing and erection at site. Unfortunately, the PW Work Shop and 
Stores which was engaged in such mechanized activities, has been crippled and it is 
on the brink of extinction. Consequently the recruitment of mechanical engineers 
were stopped long back. Any mechanical failure at times of emergency, affects the 
masonry structure of the Dam, Barrage as well. Therefore, the absence of such 
mechanical engineering wing is plaguing the Department in proper upkeep of the 
Dam / Barrages etc. 

5. Therefore, the need of the hour is to put the Department on the right track 
on the above lines. In the report presented to the Staff Rationalization Committee, all 
these points were elaborated to make the Department more responsive to the needs 
of the water users and to ensure better maintenance of the water bodies and the 
hydraulic structures for meeting any challenges during natural calamities. Here, it is 
also to be pointed out that the research activities and the model testing done by the 
Institute of Hydraulics and Hydrology, Poondi, have also come to a standstill, as 
these activities were part of the Water Management. Therefore, appointing an IAS 
officers at the helm of affairs, will not in any way solve the problem. Any additional 
activities could also be entrusted to the department, provided sufficient lower level 
technical staff such as Technical Assistants are provided to take care of the Water 
Bodies from encroachments and ensure quality of water against sewage etc. 

 6. We therefore request the Government to reconsider the decision of the 
Government in the light of the above facts and withdraw the proposal to form a 
Corporation in Public Works Department and to strengthen the Water Resources 
Department and arrange to restore the Department’s independence so as to serve the 
people in a better way.
