We invite your attention on the audit raised by PAO (North) on selection grade bill of
Er.R.Jhancy Rani, AE, WRD, PW Workshop & Stores Division, Chepauk, Chennai-5 in which it
was stated that:
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“The request of clarification has been raised by CTA for allowing Selection grade /
Additional Charge Allowances for Assistant Engineers who are continuing their scale
of Pay as per 6™ Pay Commission vide letter No0.22558/2023 /D3 dated
14.07.2023.”

In this regard we brought the following to your knowledge:

i) The fixation of Scale of Pay as in 6™ Pay Commission for post of AE, AEE & EE is
challenged vide WP 20401/2020.

ii) During period of hearing the Government issued clarification about Selection grade,
Annual Increment, Additional Charge allowances, Promotional Increment for
Engineers vide letter dated 05.01.2023, and also stated that such instructions valid
till the finality of the case (Refer Para 7 & 9)

iii) The Judgment was delivered on 04.04.2024 where the AE, AEE & EE are allowed to
continue to draw Pay Scale as per outcome of One Man Commission formed during
6™ Pay Commission. i.e. (G.0.Ms.No.312, Finance (Pay Cell) Department, dated
26.08.2010)

iv) The Selection Grade, Additional Charge Allowance, Annual Increments are the
benefits allowed by Fundamental Rule based service condition which are no
way connected with Pay Commission and Scale of Pay.

v) Moreover the Earlier clarifications on Judgments are allowing the Engineers to get these
service benefits.

With the above condition without aware about Judgment and without having proper
understanding / interpretation about clarification of Government, returning the claim of
Selection Grade for Assistant Engineers is highly regrettable.

Hence, we request you to take necessary steps to issue instructions to PAO / Treasuries
for admitting service benefits, such as Selection Grade, Additional Charge Allowance, Annual
Increments, etc., for the Engineers holding the post of AE, AEE and EE who are still continuing
their Pay Scale as per 6" Pay Commission.

According to TNES rules 2C(ii), the substantive vacancy in the post of Assistant
Executive Engineer shall be filled up by Assistant Engineer of TNES through promotion and by
Junior Engineers of TNESS through By transfer of service in ratio on 3:1
The estimate vacancy of Assistant Executive Engineers for the year 2024-25 was
sanctioned for 122 nos. In which, the 62 nos of Assistant Engineers were promoted using
provision 47(1) of Tamil Nadu Government Servant Conditions Act 2016 vide Proceedings
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No.S1(1)/43330/2024 dated 12.12.2024, though the existing vacancy on that date was 82
nos. The remaining 20 nos were reserved for Junior Engineers / Re-designated Assistant
Engineers as per TNES rule 2C(ii). But no appointment was made against those 20 nos of
vacancy because, none of existing Junior Engineer / Re-designated Assistant Engineers satisfy
the service conditions of 10 years in services as Junior Engineer at the time, whereas the
Assistant Engineers who are in due of promotion, recruited in 2007 are inline with 17 years
service against requisite of 5 years of service.

As we know, Role of Assistant Executive Engineer in execution and quantum of works
being executed as well as to be taken up in Water Resources Department, filling up the vacancy
indeed, so filling the vacancy position in Assistant Executive Engineer through promotion from
Assistant Engineers of 2007 batch by relaxing rule provision 2C (ii) of TNES this time only, shall
be considered. In this regard, the representations has been made already to Additional Chief
Secretary to Government, WRD vide reference 1% cited.

The same kind of rule relaxation has been made recently vide G.O. cited in reference 2,
where provision of TNESS stipulated for promoting Draughting Officer to Junior Engineer, who
has to put 4 years of service has been given relaxation aid to promote Draughting Officers as
Junior Engineers.

Considering service experience of Assistant Engineers and non-availability of Junior
Engineers / Re-designated Assistant Engineers, we conclude our requisition for relaxing rule
provision 2C(ii) of TNES only this time so as to fill up vacancy in AEE through promotion from AE
of 2007 batch.

Sub: Requesting to direct Finance Secretary to implement Court Order dated
04.04.2024 in WP No0.20401/2020 - Regarding Pay Scale for Engineers of
Cadre Assistant Engineers, Assistant Executive Engineers & Executive
Engineers of all departments in Tamil Nadu.
We invite your kind consideration on the issue fixation of Pay Scale for Engineers in
6™ Pay Commission.

The Pay Scale as equivalent to Central Scale was granted in 2006 by the former
Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr.Kalaignar, during the implementation of 6™
Pay Scale. The administrative officers of Finance (Pay Cell) Department, having improper
analysis and comparisons, mislead the Government and reduced the Pay Scale of
Engineers, for approximately 52 categories of 20 more Departments from 2010 onwards.

So, the litigation has been started from 2010 onwards, due to this till now, the said
categories of Engineers are getting salary by the Court Order and they are not allowed to
draw benefits of 7" Pay Commission implemented in 2017.

But, now the 8™ Pay Commission may be brought to implement soon. This leads big
agitation and unsatisfication on Governance, among the Engineers.
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At present, the fourth round of litigation related to Scale of Pay has come to end by
Court ordered on 04.04.2024 by directing the Government to form a new PGRC to rectify
the issue. But again the officers of Finance (Pay Cell) Department went for an appeal
without showing interest to settle the issue, stating that filing appeal has an usual
procedure.

The reason behind this may be the huge Financial crises but which has been
created by poor understanding on the issue of fixation of Pay Scale and improper guidance
of Pay Cell officials. Nowhere the Engineers are responsible for this Financial burden.

Now we wish to highlight the following issue which makes unpleasant situation
among Engineers, because of Finance (Pay Cell) Department and its poor application of
mind against of Court Order.

» During the hearing of WP 20401/2020 the Additional Chief Secretary (Finance
Department) gave instructions dated 05.01.2023 citing that there instructions are valid
till the finality of case.

> Now case was ordered on 04.04.2024 with directions to form new PGRC till then
outcome of One Man Commission formed on 2010 during 6" Pay Commission shall be
implemented.

The Pay Cell of Finance Department has filed appeal but no order has been given in
appeal. So the Pay Cell has to issue proper instruction freshly against previous instruction dated
05.01.2023 to all head of departments and Commissioner of Treasury and Accounts. But
Finance Department did not turn up till now even after 9 months from Court Order.

Because of rigid silence of Pay Cell / Finance authorities:

e The Engineers of our Department especially those who newly promoted as Assistant
Executive Engineer & Executive Engineers are not allowed to draw salary of promoted
position and forced to draw lower grade as Assistant Engineers & Assistant Executive
Engineers respectively which is absolutely against natural Justice.

Example - 1:
Engineers are not allowed to draw salary for more than 3 months:

1. Er.Jagadesh, AEE at Erode.

2. Er.Dhanalakshmi, AEE at Virudhunagar

3. Er.Selvi, AEE at Vellore
List will be continued....

Example - 2:

Other than few, all the Engineers who promoted as Assistant Executive Engineers in

WRD and PWD after 2022 are till now Engineers forcing to get lower grade salary.

Hence we request your kind consideration to advice Secretary Finance department and
Pay Cell authorities to issue necessary instruction within time frame of 15 days based on Court
Order dated 04.04.2024 in WP 20401/2020 thereby enable Engineers to get salary. We also
request that the necessary departmental action shall be initiated if they fail to follow
instructions.

Because the number of representation made by our Association and by individuals are
not answered. Even though the clarifications rised by Treasury also not answered by Finance
Department. Since, the action of no response by Finance leads contempt of Court and also spoils
the name of Government among Engineers, Farmers and other Water users directly.
